Abstract

The Study aims to examine connection between individual's basic values, satisfaction with
life and financial condition in Georgian students living in Tbilisi and students coming
from regions of Georgia. In the study was used Schwartz Values Questionnaire (Schwartz,
1992) and Life Satisfaction Questionnaire (Diener et al, 1985). Self-administration
questionnaire was filled by 101 Georgian students. As a result of analyzing data, it was
revealed that in Georgian students satisfaction with life and conservation is negatively
related. Same connection was revealed in students coming from regions and in students
living in poor financial conditions. There were no statistical relations between other high
ranking values and satisfaction with life. According to these results, one research
hypothesis was partially accepted. The study has theoretical and practical implications —
on the one hand, it enriches scientific knowledge about values and satisfaction with life
and on the other hand, makes theoretical foundations for developing interventions to
improve students’ mental health condition.
