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Abstract

The aim of this study is to examine the impact of trauma on identity formation; in addition,
to present a study of the moderating effect of belief in God between the two variables.
Based on existing theories and previous research, we assumed that trauma should have a
positive effect on the formation of more complex identity statuses. To test this hypothesis,
a self-administered questionnaire was conducted, which was completed by 208
respondents. The questionnaire used world-renowned and proven trauma and identity
research instruments. The results showed that respondents who experienced more severe
trauma had more sophisticated identity statuses. However, it turned out that belief in God,
as a moderating variable, did not have a statistically significant effect on the relationship
between these two variables. This study contributes to a broader understanding of trauma
and identity formation, how life experiences shape identity and highlights the nuanced
impact of trauma on personal development.
